Conduct a dialogue to describe what 
someone else is wearing:

- Il porte un pantalon gris et un t-shirt 
bleu. (He’s wearing grey shorts and a blue-t-

shirt) 

 

Dialogue 2: 

- Qu’est-ce qu’elle porte? (What’s she 

wearing?) 

- Elle porte une robe blanche, des 
chaussettes vertes et des chaussures 
noires. (She’s wearing a white dress,  red socks 

and black shoes)

Grammar rule: 

Why does the spelling of the adjective 
change sometimes? 

When you use an adjective it must agree 
with the gender of the noun. e.g.  

un short noir (masculine noun) 

une jupe noire (feminine noun).
